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Welcome to our newsletter UPDATE. It has been a busy year here at the 
Foundation with many changes and developments taking place. 
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Local Network Fund is now drawing to a close.  Over the six years that we have 
been administering the scheme we have awarded 466 grants in York and North 
Yorkshire with a total value of £2,273,470. The grants have supported small 
Voluntary Organisations and Community groups to provide activities or 
opportunities for children & young people aged 0-19.  The scheme has been a 
huge success not just locally but also nationally and all the grants awarded fit at 
least one of the Governments Five Every Child Matters Outcomes.   Funding 
will now transfer from central to local government; this will leave us with a 
period of uncertainty until we know how York and North Yorkshire intend to 
allocate future funding. 

If your group has received a grant from the Local Network Fund then please 
ensure you complete your project by 31.12.07 and return your End of Grant 
report to us as soon as possible. 
 

Even if the scheme is not replaced we will Celebrate the Local Network Fund 
projects and people we have supported over the 6 years in an event in York in 
March 2008. 
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Our new website will be going live in the next few weeks. As well as a new look 
it will have more information about what we do, grants available and grants we 
have made.  Application forms and guidelines will be downloadable from the 
site. We are also including a link to an electronic form of UPDATE. 
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This year the Foundation was awarded with the Community Foundation 
Network’s Quality Mark. The process and award which was devised in 
collaboration with the Charity Commission covered all aspects of the 
Foundations work.  
The Award was presented to the Director Stephen Beyer by Chief Executive of 
the Charity Commission in September. 
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Christine Bainton and Philip Ingham from York and Dr Geoffrey Brownlee from 
Bedale joined the Board at our AGM in September.��������
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Neil Irving from the North Yorkshire Forum for Voluntary Organisations and 
Stan Roocroft from Gayle near Hawes both retired from the Board this year. 
Stan and Neil have been involved with the Foundation since its inception seven 
years ago. The Trustees and especially the staff at the Foundation are 
tremendously grateful for all of their work over the years; they will both be 
missed. 
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At present East Yorkshire does not have a Community Foundation but we know 
there will be funds from the government to manage for the county in the new 
year. We will be bidding for these funds and setting up an assessors’ network 
to ensure that the communities of East Yorkshire benefit from any funds made 
available.

We still have funds available in the following schemes: 
�  Catalyst Fund 

Grants up to £1,000 for innovative community projects for young people, 
community facilities and people with disabilities 

�  York Pride 
For environmental projects. Grants from £200 to £2,000. 

�  Community Champions 
For new initiatives and new community projects. Grants from £200 to 
£2,000. 

�  Sport Relief 
Community led projects that increase access to sporting activities that bring 
communities together. Grants up to £5,000 available. 

�  CPP Community Charity Fund 
Funding for small community projects. Grants up to £700 available. 
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This scheme, funded by individuals is starting to build and is making a real 
difference to local community groups by pooling relatively modest sums to 
create a large fund. The fund, which is open to anyone to join, currently has 
£18,000 available for grants. If you wish to join the fund please contact the 
office.
